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Course Description


This course is intended for students who have already taken biology and are working toward entering a public or private university after high school.  The curriculum for this class is intended to be equivalent to an introductory biology course found at the freshman university level.  The course will take an active approach to teach the information with the goal of student excellence on standardized exams and in future science classes.  Topics and exam dates can be found on the class calendar at www.coziahrbio.com.  Due to time constraints, some topics will be covered independently and/or through intersession.  In May all students will be expected to take the AP exam presented by the College Board.  The fee for last year’s exam was $82.00.  

The laboratory component of this course is very important and composes 25% of the class.  Students will be completing the AP recommended labs in addition to smaller lab activities throughout the year.  These labs are to help students understand the concepts and introduce them to biological technology and techniques used beyond the high school level.
Class Materials

Grading

Scholarship grades will be divided into the following categories: Tests (35%), Quizzes (10%), Labs (25%), Homework (10%), and Semester Final (20%).  Late work will not be accepted.  If a student is absent for an exam or lab (with an approved excuse), they will be responsible for making it up before school by the end of the following week.  Students shall have 1 day to turn in late work for every day that they are absent.  All assignments will contribute to your overall grade in this class.  All work must be your own.  Cheating will not be tolerated and the guidelines set out in the Academic Honesty Policy of the Eastlake High School bulletin will be followed.
